Consisting of Muireann Nic Amhlaoibh (Lead Vocals, Flute and Whistles), Benny McCarthy (Button Accordion), Oisin McAuley (Fiddle and Backing Vocals), Eamon Doorley (The Irish Bouzouki), Donal Clancy (Guitar, Lead and Backing Vocals) and Martin O’Neill (Bodhran), Danú’s standing room only concerts throughout Ireland are truly amazing events, featuring high-energy performances and a glorious mix of ancient Irish music and new repertoire.
