Three Productions From
Berkshire Theatre Group 
Move to New York City this Spring

Pittsfield, MA–Berkshire Theatre Group (BTG) is proud to announce three productions opening in New York City this Spring: The Stone Witch (beginning 3/12 at New York’s The Westside Theatre); Children of a Lesser God (beginning 3/22 at Broadway’s Studio 54) and Dutch Masters (beginning 4/4 at New York’s The Wild Project).

The World Premiere of The Stone Witch, written by Shem Bitterman, was presented at Berkshire Theatre Group’s Fitzpatrick Main Stage in 2016, directed by Steve Zuckerman. The Stone Witch will receive its New York premiere on March 12, featuring Dan Lauria, Rupak Ginn and Carolyn McCormick at The Westside Theatre (407 West 43rd Street). Children of a Lesser God, written by Mark Medoff, was presented at Berkshire Theatre Group’s Fitzpatrick Main Stage in July of 2017, directed by Kenny Leon, and featuring Joshua Jackson and Lauren Ridloff. The World Premiere of Dutch Masters, written by longtime BTG Alum, Greg Keller (The Glass Menagerie, Sick, This Is Our Youth), was presented at Berkshire Theatre Group’s Unicorn Theatre in 2011, and was most recently part of BTG's No Boundaries in Art Staged Reading Series in August of 2017. Dutch Masters will receive its New York premiere on April 4, featuring Ian Duff and Jake Horowitz, at The Wild Project (195 E 3rd St), with direction by Moonlight and Jitney star, André Holland.
