Story Pirates was founded in 2003 by a group of people seeking to bring quality education programs to under-resourced New York City public schools. The Pirates approach was to show kids everywhere that their ideas, their words, and their stories are important. They made kids' own stories the basis for a big, loud, outrageous, musical sketch comedy show; because they believe kids' imaginations are worth cultivating and ought to be celebrated. 

Story Pirates now operates branches in both New York and Los Angeles, and serves to over two hundred and fifty schools and community-based organizations annually around the country.
